Anadolu Tiirk Egitim Dergisi’nin 2025 Aralik sayisina hos geldiniz. Bu sayida, egitim
bilimlerinin farkli alt alanlarin1 kapsayan, yontemsel c¢esitlilik ve uygulama degeri yiiksek
toplam 14 makaleye yer verilmistir. Alt1 farkl lilkeden yazarin katki sundugu bu sayida yer
alan caligmalar; 6grenci gelisiminden okul yonetimine, 68retim programlarindan 6zel egitime
uzanan genis bir perspektifte egitimin ¢ok boyutlu ve doniisen dogasini ortaya koymaktadir.

Bu sayida yer alan ¢aligmalar, 6ncelikle duyussal ve bilissel gelisim odaginda énemli
bulgular sunmaktadir. Sosyal-duygusal 6grenmenin ilkokul 6grencilerinin motivasyon ve 6z
yeterlikleriyle iliskisi, matematiksel yaraticilik ile akademik basar1 arasindaki bag ve
kavramsal 6grenmeyi destekleyen alternatif 6lgme-degerlendirme yaklagimlar: bu ¢ergevede
ele alinmaktadir.

Okul ve o6gretim siirecleri baglaminda ele alinan aragtirmalar; yenilik¢i okul yonetimi,
liderlik, dijitallesme ve siirdiiriilebilirlik temalarin1i merkeze almakta; okul disi 6grenme
ortamlari, miize ve saha temelli etkinlikler yoluyla anlamli ve kalici 6§renmenin nasil
desteklenebilecegini ortaya koymaktadir.

Ozel egitim ve kapsayici yaklagimlar kapsaminda, otizm spektrum bozuklugu olan
cocuklara yonelik Floortime terapinin sosyal iletisim becerilerine katkilar1 ve oyun temelli
akademik caligmalarin egilimleri incelenmektedir.

Program gelistirme ve degerlendirme alanindaki c¢alismalar; fen bilimleri 6gretim
programlarinin karsilastirmali analizi, program degerlendirmede kullanilan dlgiitler ve ¢agdas
beceriler baglamindaki yaklasimlar1 biitlinciil bir ¢ergevede ele almaktadir. Bunun yani sira,
say1 hissi alanindaki aragtirmalarin bibliyometrik analizi, alandaki bilimsel egilimlerin yoniinii
ortaya koymaktadir.

Uluslararas1 baglamda vyiiriitiilen calismalar, Ingiltere okul dncesi egitiminde degerler
egitimi uygulamalarin1 ve Azerbaycan’da biyoloji dersinde teknoloji destekli ters yiiz siif
modelinin etkilerini ele almakta; farkl iilkelerden gelen akademik katkilarin karsilastirmali
bir bakisla degerlendirilmesine olanak saglamaktadir.

Saymnin son bolimiinde yer alan kuramsal calisma ise Ogretmenlik meslegini etik,
pedagojik ve toplumsal boyutlariyla ele alarak Ogretmenin yalnizca bilgi aktaran degil,
Ogrencinin kisilik ve deger diinyasini sekillendiren temel bir aktor oldugunu vurgulamaktadir.

Bu sayida yer alan tiim ¢alismalarin, egitim arastirmalari literatiiriine katki saglamasini
ve arastirmacilar, 6gretmenler ve egitim yoneticileri ig¢in yol gosterici olmasint diliyoruz.
Bununla birlikte, dergimizin ilerleyen sayilarinda yer almak isteyen arastirmacilari; 6zgiin,
nitelikli ve etik ilkelere dayali ¢aligmalarin1 Anadolu Tiirk Egitim Dergisi’ne gondermeye
davet ediyoruz. Farkli baglamlardan ve disiplinlerden gelen akademik katkilarin, dergimizin
ulusal ve uluslararasi niteligini daha da gii¢clendirecegine inantyoruz.

From an
international perspective, this issue also includes studies examining values education in early
childhood settings in England and the impact of technology-supported flipped classroom
models in biology education in Azerbaijan, allowing for a comparative reflection on
educational practices across different national contexts.

The final contribution presents a theoretical discussion of the teaching profession,
addressing its ethical, pedagogical, and social dimensions, and emphasizing the teacher’s role
not merely as a transmitter of knowledge but as a key agent in shaping students’ character and
values.

We hope that the studies presented in this issue will contribute meaningfully to the
literature in educational research and serve as a valuable resource for researchers, teachers,
and educational leaders. We also warmly invite scholars to submit their original, high-quality,
and ethically grounded research for consideration in future issues of the Anatolian Turkish
Journal of Education. Academic contributions from diverse contexts and disciplines will
continue to strengthen the journal’s national and international visibility.
